Keyworker and vulnerable pupils that are attending school will continue to learn in the 
classroom. Their lessons will reflect the online learning and we do not expect these children to complete 
further learning at home. We will set at least 3 hours of online learning per day (not 3 hours of live teaching 
but a combination of live, recorded and associated tasks or external links).
