Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan

Statement of intent

At Woodland Grange we believe that all pupils, irrespective of their background or the
challenges they face, should have the same opportunities at school as any other child.
We will make provision for them to make good progress and achieve well across all
subject areas during their time at Woodland Grange. The focus of our pupil premium
strategy is to support disadvantaged pupils to achieve that goal, regardless of their
relative attainment or needs at school.

We consider the challenges faced by our vulnerable pupils, irrespective of their
disadvantages, and endeavour to support their journey through school.

High-quality teaching is at the heart of our strategy, alongside personalised, focused
intervention in areas in which pupils require the most support. This is proven to have the
greatest impact on learning (which children making good progress as they travel through
the school) whilst at the same time will also benefit non-disadvantaged pupils in our
school.

Our approach is responsive to common challenges facing disadvantaged pupils, as well
as addressing their individual needs. Our intention is that it will help bridge any academic
gaps whilst supporting their personal well-being and allowing them to excel and take an
active role in school life.

At Woodland Grange we have a whole school approach to Pupil Premium; all staff take
responsibility for disadvantaged pupils’ outcomes and raise expectations of what they
can achieve. Implicit in the intended outcomes is the intention that non-disadvantaged
pupils’ attainment will be sustained and improved alongside the progress for their
disadvantaged peers.

Challenges

In some cases this can
be related to social, emotional and speech and language difficulties.
