Attainment:

The majority of pupils continue to work below their peers. No major changes from autumn term. One boy has moved from below to at and above in reading,
writing and maths. Girl’s attainment has remained the same. There continue to be slightly more children below in reading and maths than writing. For those
children working significantly below the gap remains the same. The in-year picture compared to the end of year picture will be interesting.

Progress:

The in-year progress picture has changed from the end of the autumn term. Children are still making progress although there is a small number of children
whose progress has stalled during this term. In all cases those children are working significantly below and their attainment has been shifted to a more realistic
level, causing progress to appear red. This will alter at the end of the year when progress will be back on track.

Elsewhere the majority of pupils are making some progress, although there are less making batter than expected. The progress picture remains positive and
we will report on the end of year picture to check whether these changes remain.
